	Introduction
	The well-developed introduction states the problem, using sufficient details
	The description does not adequately explain the background of the problem.  The problem is stated, but lacks detail.
	 The problem is not stated or it is vague. 

	Main Points
	Main points are well developed.  The supporting details are concrete.  The writer is obviously in control/comfortable with his/her material and knows enough about the subject to explain it in great detail      
	Main points are present, but one or more may lack development and/or may not directly relate to the thesis.   The description leaves the reader with unanswered questions.


	The main points are not sufficient.  There is a poor/skimpy/ vague development of ideas. 

	Organization
	Overall, the paper is logically developed.  The progression of ideas makes sense and moves the reader easily through the problem
	The progression of ideas is awkward.. The writer lunges ahead too quickly or spends too much time on details that do not matter.


	The writing lacks a clear sense of direction. Ideas, details or events seem strung together in a loose or random fashion; there is no identifiable internal structure and readers have trouble following the writer’s line of thought.



	Mechanics and style
	 Punctuation, spelling, and capitalization are correct.

The writing is coherent. 
	Work contains some sentence errors (2 or 3) and grammatical errors. 

Three or four errors in punctuation, spelling, capitalization, and/or other mechanics. 


	Writing is incoherent.

Work contains multiple incorrect sentence structures (more than 3).

There are more than 4 errors in punctuation, spelling, capitalization, and/or other mechanics. 

	Conclusion
	The writer’s commentary is logical, well thought out, and compelling
	Conclusion inadequately summarizes main topics.
