Proposed Activities–List the proposed activities that will be implemented to increase student engagement and/or provide additional support for students.

Student Effort:

We will rearrange the floor plan to create several engaging informal learning spaces:

· Create a lounge eating/drinking area 

· At the October Library staff meeting the decision was made to change the library’s policy to allow food and drink in the library. Ideally we can concentrate the bulk of the eating and drinking in a designated area.
· Add comfortable seating

· Rearrange existing shelving, if possible, purchase additional shelving.
· Install signs throughout the collection to identify subject areas, similar to bookstore signage, as well as showcase newly arrived books and media.
· Enhance the leisure reading collection

· Subscribe to the 10 book per month McNaughton best seller lease program, with a startup collection of 200 titles;

·  Purchase inexpensive hardback volumes of current authors; 

· Take advantage of one adjunct library faculty’s access to books donated to the Scottsdale Public Library that SPL is willing to give to us at no cost.

· Weed the leisure collection of paperbacks of little quality such as Harlequins.
· Staff favorite picks

· Every semester library personnel select and showcase their favorite reading for that semester;

· Display the favorite picks;

· Could extend to other people on campus, i.e. Our president’s favorite pick, etc.

· Create an online book club to complement the library’s monthly book club.

· Several articles have appeared recently in library professional journals regarding the popularity of online book clubs. 

· The library’s book club has met with uneven success. However, we are aware that there are people on campus who are reading the book club selection. They are simply unable to attend a face-to-face discussion.

· Using blog or wiki software, we will develop an online book club in an effort to engage discussion on common readings across the campus.

· This will also complement the Reading Together initiative.
Support for Learners:
· Create a Quiet Zone for students with learning styles that require a quiet environment for study. 
· Will make the Southeast corner of the library available to students who are rehearsing for class presentations.
· Powerpoint is available on the computer in this area if needed.

· Create an identifiable section containing the English as a Second Language Collection

Student Effort:

· Summer 2005—Install bookstore type signage (done);
· November 2005—Initiate subscription to McNaughton plan;
· Fall 2005—Change policy regarding food and drink (done);

· Fall 2005-Spring 2006—Weed leisure reading collection
· Winter Break—Rearrange furniture and shelving to create lounge area;
· Spring 2005—Learn blog/wiki software and design an online book discussion.
· Pilot for March reading: The Kite Runner
Support for Learners:

· Summer 2005—Created Quiet Zone (done)
· Fall 2005-Spring 2006—Advertise southeast corner to campus community.
· English as a Second Language section
· Spring 2006—Work with Andy Peevey and Leila Palis, ESL instructors, to identify the best approach to take to delineate a section of the library for the ESL student needs. Ask some ESL students what they think would work best for them.
· Summer 2006—Rearrange collection according to input above.

Budget–Most new initiatives can be done without additional funding. However, there is a limited amount of “seed” funding available for plans. Please try to work within the confines of your departmental budgets. Why do you need the funding and how will it utilized?
Most of the library division’s action plan is at no cost.

The library’s budget will absorb the cost of the subscription to the McNaughton collection.

However, the shelving and comfortable seating comes with a cost.
We will be able to utilize some existing shelving, but we could use one more range of low shelves for the lounge area:  @ $1,228.00.

Paul Dale is working on a project to replace and add new casual seating around campus this fiscal year. Should this come to pass, we will request some of this money be used to furnish the newly created lounge area in the library.
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
