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Preamble:

The purpose of the Computer Club is to generate and sustain interest among students, and the public, in the field of computer technology and computer programming.  The aim of the Computer Club is to enhance the knowledge of the public concerning computer technology by conducting at least 20 hours of community service per academic year.

Article I: Official Club Name

The official name of the club shall be Paradise Valley Community College Computer Club.
Article II: Membership

A. Qualifications to become a member:

Membership is open to all currently enrolled Paradise Valley Community College students. A member will be considered registered after having read the constitution and placed his or her name on the official club roster.  Computer Club members must maintain a C or better grade point average.
B. 
Continued membership:
Be a currently enrolled student at Paradise Valley Community College.  Maintain a C or better grade point average.  Attend at least 50% of the minimum scheduled meetings.  Provide at lease 4 hours of volunteer service per semester.
C. Termination of Membership:

Should an officer at any time during his/her term in office be found guilty of violating school policy or the Student Code of Conduct, or of gross negligence of official duties pertaining to the Computer Club, he/she may be recalled from office by a majority vote.

A member may be removed from the club after one semester of inactivity, or if found guilty of violating school policy or the Student Code of Conduct.
Article III: Officers:

A. Terms of Office

The term of office for all officers shall be one academic year.

B. The President:

1. Must be present at scheduled meetings.

2. Must meet with the advisor prior to the scheduled meeting.

3. Will establish the agenda prior to the meeting.

C. The Vice-President:

1. Shall assume the duties of the President in the absence of the President or when he/she can no longer reside as President.

2. Shall meet with the President at least once prior to the club meeting.

D. The Secretary-Treasurer:

1. Will take notes of every meeting and the following meeting he/she will present them to the members.

2. Must keep accurate records and work closely with the advisor on all money matters.

Article IV: Executive committee:

A. The Executive committee shall consist of the following:

1. President

2. Vice-President

3. Secretary-Treasurer

4. Student Leadership Council Representative will be selected from these three officers.

5. Advisor

B. Duties of the Executive committee:

1. Provide overall direction for the club.

2. Develop calendar of events. 

Article V: Elections:

A. Method and frequency of elections:

1. Club Officers will be elected for one academic year at the next to last meeting of the academic year. 
2. Club Officers shall be nominated and elected by the registered members. A simple majority (51%) approval of members present at the meeting is required to elect officers.

3. The Student Leadership Council Representative will be selected from one of these officers.

4. Newly elected officers will take office one day after the last day of the academic year.

B.
Provisions for filling vacancies:

In the event of the termination or resignation of an officer, the advisor(s) will call a special meeting in order to conduct an election and fill the vacant position.

Article VI: Official business meeting requirements:

A. Meeting Frequency

1. The Computer Club will meet a minimum of once per month during the Fall and Spring semesters at PVCC on a day and time to be determined.

B. Attendance of Advisor

1. Faculty advisor must be present at all official business meetings.

C. Quorum for Meetings

1. There shall not be a minimum number of members to conduct a general meeting.

2. A quorum of at least 50% of the registered members shall be present, either personally or by proxy, to conduct business or elect officers.
Article VII: Amendment of the Bylaws:

All amendments to the constitution shall be passed by a majority vote of the registered members.
Article VIII: Funding and Expenditures:

All club funds must be deposited through the PVCC Fiscal Office and be expended by requisition or petty cash. Expenditure of funds must bear the signature of the advisor and the treasurer, or in his or her stead, the president. Funds will be accumulated through donation, fund raising, and Student Leadership Council allocation.

Article IX: Rules of order:
