Background

This document outlines possible indicators and targets for PVCC’s Strategic Plan for 2008-2013. PVCC’s Strategic Plan is framed around the strategic directions of the Maricopa Community Colleges. Under each District Strategic Direction, PVCC Strategic Focal Points specify areas of importance to Paradise Valley Community College.

Indicators and Targets to Measure PVCC’s Performance

It has been suggested that a set of indicators and targets be used to measure PVCC’s performance. The proposed scheme results in a single institutional measure to represent overall status. This single measure is calculated by weighting the indicators and targets representing each of the strategic directions. In turn, a single measure is calculated for each strategic direction by weighting indicators and targets representing each of the strategic focal points within that strategic direction. It thus follows that the single measure for each strategic focal point is calculated by weighting indicators and targets from appropriate components related to that particular strategic focal point. In this way, PVCC should be able to drill down from the institutional measure to the strategic directions to the strategic focal points to the individual components.
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Priorities for 2008-2010

In the initial stage of development, the measures will be focused on the priorities identified for the 2008-2010 years. In the future, additional items may be included and weights adjusted to give a more complete picture of PVCC’s status towards its Strategic Plan for 2008-2013.

The following top priorities have been identified for FY2008-2009 operations and for FY2009-2010 planning and budgeting. They are intended to support quality teaching and learning, both in and out of class:

· Maximize student learning, success, retention, and completion

· Emphasize students entering their first college year

· Emphasize developmental mathematics

· Emphasize evening students

· Develop our identity as a high quality education post-secondary institution

· Develop alternate course scheduling and delivery options

· Promote and expand occupational programs

Scores

A score of “10” represents a perfect state, where targets have been met or exceeded.

GREEN: Score of 8 or above

YELLOW: Score of 6-8

RED: Score below 6

(Note: Scores can be computed after targets are converted into actual numbers.)
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
