Welcome and Introductions – Dr. John Kriekard

Co-chair Dr. John Kriekard, welcomed the members of the PVCC President’s Circle. Dr. Kriekard commented on the video “Did You Know,” referencing future technology and the college of the future.

President’s Update – Dr. Mary Kay Kickels

Dr. Kickels welcomed the members of the President’s Circle and thanked them for their service this past year.
•
Status of Capitol Projects: The first major upcoming capital bond project is the Life Science Building. For the past year, we have been meeting with the architect, Malene Imerzian, who has presented us with an impressive set of drawings and specifications for the building. Those of you who were members of the Circle last year were given information about this building at our College Showcase in April. We will be bringing you more information about this building at a future meeting.
•
County Library: During the past three months, major progress has been made on this building. In early November and following major deliberations conducted by the ED Specs Committee, the Committee recommended that the mathematics division, classrooms and faculty offices, would be the anchor educational program in this Q-Building. Because of the major attention being given to this subject area at all educational levels, we are very excited that this building will afford us to consider new instructional strategies for teaching and learning. Because of construction inflation and other reasons, we will not be able to construct a new instructional building, which was in the bond program. As a result, the learning spaces and programs that were scheduled for the general instructional building are being incorporated in the learning spaces in the Q-Building.

•
PV North is progressing nicely, thanks to the work of our partnership with the YMCA, which is spearheaded by to Jim Reed, who is leading the capitol campaign for the Desert Foothills Community Foundation. There was very positive feedback from the meeting held last week on this project. You were provided details about this project at our last Circle Meeting.

•
We will have to adjust the remainder of 2004 capital bond projects, as a result of inflation. We are in the process of reviewing current bond dollars in the light of remaining projects.

•
The landscaping has been completed at the Center for Performing Arts, which now is looking spectacular as a result of the newly added wall, and trees, and decorative crushed rock. Our theatre faculty member, Alan Tongret, author, playwright, executive director, will be leaving us in December to return to New York. He will be sorely missed. Alan was greatly instrumental in shaping the ideas and specifications of this outstanding structure.

•
Our semester is fast coming to a close and much has been accomplished since August. Major progress was made with our progress measures related to assessment. Course assessment projects were conducted by 82 residential full time faculty and 146 adjunct faculty members.

•
For the eight straight year, the PVCC Office of Student Financial Assistance will host College Goal Sunday. This year’s event will be on Feb. 10. This effort helps college students and their families with completing the Free Application for Federal Student Loan, (FASFA).

•
We are the lead college among the 10 Maricopa colleges to implement iStartSmart, a student success program: mandatory placement testing, orientation, academic advising and required student success course. Vice Presidents Bendotti and Dale provided leadership for our successful implementation and are helping to guide other Maricopa colleges in this initiative.

•
PVCC continues to provide need-based Student Success Scholarships for each of our top 19 feeder high schools.

•
PVCC has been a leader and participant in the testing, training, integration tasks for the Maricopa Student Information System, SIS. PVCC staff, particularly Dr. Dale, provided district-wide leadership for the SIS project. Our faculty and staff contribute to the overall SIS communications Team, Portal Development Team, Training Team, and Integrated Testing Team.

•
We were fortunate to have former Senator Dennis DeConcini on our campus last Friday. When the Senator represented Arizona as a legislator, Jim Patterson, (once a radio journalist) now PVCC business faculty member, interviewed him on a weekly show. As a result, the senator found time to come to PVCC to hold a forum on his new book, From the Center of the Aisle. It was a great session, and we were very pleased to have had some personal time with him, sharing information about higher education in Arizona, and the important contributions that community colleges make in this regard. Senator DeConcini served on the Arizona Board of Regents.

•
Finally two items related to today’s meeting. The college is in the process of conducting research for a new strategic plan, 2008-2012. Under the leadership of Dr. Laurie Pemberton, Director of Institutional Effectiveness, and her co-co-chair Senate President and science faculty member, Jeff Lace, our faculty and staff are conducting research and planning for this new strategic plan.  Your input, information and idea’s will help greatly in helping to shape PVCC’s future. Shortly you will be hearing more from our Co-Chairs.

•
I bring to your attention the sheet in your packet entitled: “Standing Committee Structure and Purpose.”  We invite your participation in the President’s Circle in a very focused way, through your contributions on a “Standing Committee.”
